Let me tell you a little about myself, my name is Jimmy Sanderson but people call me
Sergeant Sanderson. This is my 4th deployment to the middle east, | had 3 in Iraqg and
one in Afghanistan. | am a Chaplain Assistant, A chaplain is preacher to Military
personnel, he is also someone that is just there when someone wants to talk or have
someone to listen. | basically do the same but | don't preach and | assist him with what
he needs.
